When they have finished Arts Award Discover, children

get a certificate from Trinity College London, who manage
Arts Award in association with Arts Council England.

Whatare ‘thearts’?

For Arts Award ‘the arts’ covers all sorts, including: \\
reading, making up poems and stories, dancing, drama, -
music, films, photography, sewing, architecture, design,
collage and model making, as well as well-known “art
forms’ like painting, drawing and sculpture.

How can my child do Arts Award Discover?

To do Arts Award Discover, children need to keep
arecord of what they do at the library. Your child
will receive special Arts Award activity sheets, all
with space for their pictures, photos and notes.
