• Acrylic paints (suitable for candle painting, but you can use 

  regular acrylics) 

• Paintbrushes (small ones for detailed work and larger 

  ones for broader strokes) 

• Painter’s tape (optional, for clean edges) 

• Paper towels or wet wipes (for cleaning) 

• Palette (for mixing paints) 

• Water (to thin acrylic paints, if needed) 

• Mod Podge or clear acrylic sealer (optional, to seal your

HOW TO PAINT PRETTY

Candlesticks
• Make sure your candle is clean and free from dust. Gently 

wipe the surface with a dry cloth or paper towel. 

• If you’re working with a candle that has a textured surface, 

it’s better to smooth it out a bit (optional, if you prefer a more 

uniform surface). 

• You can freehand your design or use painter’s tape to create 

clean lines or sections. 

For beginners, starting with simple patterns or motifs (like 

flowers, dots, or stripes) is a good way to ease into it. 

• If you want to ensure precision, lightly sketch the design on 

the candle’s surface with a pencil or fine-tipped chalk. It’s 

easier to adjust or erase mistakes this way. 

• You may need to thin your acrylic paint with a little water to 

ensure it glides smoothly on the candle surface. 

• If you want to use multiple colours, prepare your palette 

ahead of time. 

• Begin painting the candle using your brushes. If you’re 

creating a detailed design, start with the finer details first, 

and move to larger areas afterward. 

• Let each layer of paint dry completely before adding another 

to avoid smudging. 

• You may need to apply several coats of paint to get the 

depth of colour you want. 

• Allow the paint to dry in between layers. 

• After the base coat is dry, you can add extra details like 

patterns, dots, or accents. 

• Small brushes work best for intricate designs. Keep a steady 

hand, or use painter’s tape to create geometric shapes. 

• Allow your painted design to dry completely. This usually 

takes about 15–30 minutes, depending on the thickness of the 

paint layer. 

• Once everything is dry, you can carefully peel off any 

painter’s tape if you used it. 

• If there are any mistakes or uneven edges, you can touch up 

the paint at this point. 

• Your hand-painted candle is now ready to use! Light it 

up (but keep in mind the paint might slightly darken when 

exposed to the flame). Or, keep it as a decorative piece.
